The Roman Missal 
 – Heading Toward Us! 
 

 The new translation into English of the Roman 
Missal has reached a new phase. With a series of votes 
on November 17, 2009 the Latin Rite Bishops of the 
U.S. accepted the translations of the remaining por-
tions of the Roman Missal. We now await the          
recognitio, or approval, of the Vatican for the entire 
Missal. The exact circumstances of implementation (i.e. 
the beginning of use) of the new translation have not 
been announced.   
 The Committee on Divine Worship (CDW,   
formerly known as the Committee on the Liturgy) is 
made up of bishops who are members of the U.S.    
Conference of Catholic Bishops. This committee has 
led the U.S. contribution to what has been a worldwide 
project in which all English speaking national Bishops’             
Conferences have taken part. The CDW has a           
professional staff called the Secretariat. In addition to 
its extensive work on developing the translation itself, 
the Secretariat has been active in preparing for the new 
translation’s implementation, including the preparation 
of catechetical materials. 
 
 

 The Secretariat has long published the monthly 
newsletter of the CDW, and this past August’s issue 
had a large and excellent article discussing the singing       
responsibilities of the priest-celebrant during the Mass. 
Issues of the newsletter are archived at the CDW’s 
p a g e  o n  t h e  U S C C B  w e b s i t e : 
http://www.usccb.org/liturgy/ (always essential   
viewing!) The August newsletter article provides a link 
to the ICEL website where you can view Music for the 
English Language Roman Missal: An Introduction –    
a comprehensive guide to the singing of the priest’s 
texts of the Mass. 
 NPM is providing preparation for the new   
translation of the Missal. Check out the NPM website, 
http://www.npm.org, for info on the February 11, 
2010 NPM Webinar “Preparing for the New Roman 
Missal with Rev. Paul Turner.” Also, CD’s are available 
of the recent Webinar on Sing to the Lord with Steven 
Janco. Locally, our two NPM chapters will continue to 
assist members in preparing for the new missal     
translation through events like last October’s heavily 
attended workshop with Msgr. Kevin Irwin, and by 
keeping you updated with the latest information.

 Waiting in anticipation, one could read a     
beautiful concert program that hinted at what would be 
happening that evening of November 20, 2009.  The 
strangely titled concert "10, 20, 40 - A Festival of 
Praise!"  was explained and described within by the Dr. 
Rick Gibala, Music Director of the Cathedral of St.  
Thomas More. 
 
 As part of St. Cecilia Sing, a national festival 
of sacred song sponsored by NPM, and with the theme 
of "Christ the King," the Cathedral Concerts Series       
presented this concert also to celebrate the 10th        
anniversary of the Arlington Diocesan Choir, the 20th 
season of Rick Gibala's tenure as the cathedral’s music 
director, and the 40th anniversary of the Cathedral 

Choir. The program included music of master         
composers like Bach, Mozart and Handel, highlighting 
their timeless praise of the Lord. However, Psalm 98 
proclaims, "Sing a new song to the Lord!" So, music 
composed by modern day composers was also         
featured, including Banquet of Peace, written by guest 
organist Dr. Mary Beth Bennett.  The composition Lift 
Up Your Heads, O Ye Gates by Leo Nestor was    
commissioned in 1999 by the Diocese of Arlington for 
the Episcopal   Installation of the Most Reverend Paul 
S. Loverde and was performed here as a 10th           
anniversary "remembrance gift" for him.  The Choir 
was honored to also premiere The Lord Shall Reign 
For Ever by James Biery, a piece commissioned for the 
40th anniversary of the Cathedral Choir. 

NPM PROGRAM RECAP 
“10, 20, 40 — A Festival of  Praise”  in Arlington 
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 From a seat in the congregation, one could see 
the brass and string ensembles near the sanctuary and 
the organist and a choir in the choir loft above the   
sanctuary. Bishop Loverde warmly welcomed everyone 
to the concert. And then it began: organ, brass, and   
percussion heralding the Diocesan Choir in the front 
loft to Cry Out with Joy! (Chepponis). This was         
followed immediately by the         
Cathedral Choir singing Exultate 
Justi (Viadana) as a surprise from 
the choir loft in the back of the 
church.  Next, the antiphonal sing-
ing of the Chepponis piece contin-
ued to lift the spirits of those 
throughout the length of the 
church, and prepare them to stand 
and sing Crown Him with Many 
Crowns (DIADEMATA) while both 
choirs sang and processed down 
from the lofts and toward the front 
of the church's main level.   More surprises were to 
come. Rather than   going to the front of the sanctuary 
as expected, the choir went to the two "arms" of the 
cruciform          cathedral, invoking thoughts of travel-
ing His Cross, since they had sung from the "head" 
and "feet"       portions and along the length just prior. 
From the two sides, music traveled the width of the 
Cathedral's cross with the joyous antiphonal Gloria in 
Excelsis (Gabrieli). 
 The congregation was invited to sing along on 
Joncas' Exultate, Justi, which turned out to be also   
traveling music as the Cathedral Choir processed to the 
front of the sanctuary, into the "heart" of the church. 
There they sang the three "modern" songs mentioned 
previously.  Reprising the "traveling music" helped the 
choirs change positions for the Diocesan Choir to then 

sing Mozart's Jubilate Deo, arranged specially with 
strings for the concert. With the Cathedral Choir    
joining them during a 2nd reprisal of the Joncas piece,  
the  combined choirs and instrumental ensembles were 
then in the "heart" for the remainder of the concert.  
Interspersed were two brief reflections by                 
Dr. J. Michael McMahon (President of NPM) and 

Bishop Loverde. 
 The rest of the concert provided 
many more opportunities for the soul to 
soar with the varied emotions of         
triumphant joy and praise during With   
a Voice of Singing (Shaw), Honor and 
Glory (Bach), and Make a Joyful Noise 
(Schutz) (performed antiphonally by 
choir and brass); and of calm            
wonderment and awe during What  
Wondrous Love (Clemens),  a hauntingly 
emotional a capella arrangement.        
The major work of the concert was saved  

until nearly the last: Mozart's Te Deum.  Then Bishop 
Loverde expressed his gratitude and final brief         
remarks, and a performance of the beloved and     
rousing Handel's    Hallelujah! followed. The audience 
was given another opportunity to "pray twice" by   
joining the Chepponis arrangement of To Jesus Christ, 
Our Sovereign King, which included (rarely heard in 
Western Churches) a perfectly timed gong to capture 
and disperse any     remaining pent-up emotion. The  
Postlude Toccata (Three Pieces) by Perne, as performed 
by the guest organist Dr. Mary Beth Bennett, was        
a lovely ending to the concert.   
 Upon hearing Bishop Loverde's comment that 
he felt "like he was in the vestibule of heaven," tears of 
joy were seen in Rick Gibala's eyes. What higher    
compliment on earth can a pastoral musician hear?

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 Audience members at Blessed Sacrament 
Church's January organ concert will hear music that 
has never before been performed in public.  
 
 In 1988, a new  Church building was dedicated 
for the Alexandria  community. To mark the occasion, 
Blessed Sacrament's music ministries commissioned 
Brother Howard Hughes, S.M., to write a communion 
song using a text by parishioner Peter C. Finn. The 
resulting work, Make Us One In Christ, was intro-
duced at the dedication liturgy, published by GIA              
Publications Inc., and has become a repertoire staple 
for parishes nationwide.  
 
 Organist Ann Sursa Carney always hoped that    
someone would compose an organ solo based on the 
tune. When that didn't happen, she decided to take 
matters into her own hands. Acting on the enthusiastic 
recommendation of fellow organist James David 
Christie, who shares her admiration for Hughes's   
composition, she approached Dallas-based composer 
Joel Martinson, who agreed to accept the commission. 

 "Joel Martinson has given us a wonderful     
addition to the organ literature," says Carney, "and his 
composition works for both liturgical use and concert 
performance. 
 
 It opens with a beautiful, contemplative prel-
ude that ornaments and reharmonizes the melody of 
Make Us One In Christ. The mood changes with the 
following fugue, which remains in familiar territory 
only briefly. Joel excels at fugue writing, and he has 
done his best work here. It is unpredictable, exciting, 
and fun. I love it, and I think my listeners will too." 
 
 Prelude and Fugue for Alexandria will be     
premiered by organist Ann Sursa Carney as part of her 
concert on Friday, January 29 at 8 p.m. Blessed       
Sacrament Church is located at 1427 W. Braddock Rd., 
Alexandria. The concert is free, and there is ample
